Online Training for Mandatory Reporters 
The University of Iowa Learning Management System is now offering an approved online 

Mandatory Child Abuse Reporter Training. The online course is supported through a  

partnership of the Iowa Departments of Human Services and Public Health and the Prepare 

Iowa network at the University of Iowa. This self-study course can be accessed any time day 

or night. They will mail you a certificate upon the completion of the two hour course. There is 

currently no charge for the course. 

Go to www.idph.state.ia.us/hcci/events.asp and click on the “Mandatory Child Abuse Reporter 

Training” link to download the handout for assistance in getting to the correct internet link. 

Then scroll down to the event “ONLINE: Mandatory Child Abuse Reporter Training.” Follow 

all of the instructions on the Prepare Iowa website for creating your account, login, and 

password. There are other Mandatory Child Abuse Reporter trainings on the site. You must 

enroll in the “Mandatory Child Abuse Reporter Training for Child Care Providers.” This may 

not be the first course listed when you search.
