Location: 608 S 15th Street  
Drive into the alley on the north side of 
the house.  The black box is located on 
the side of the garage to the left of the 
walk-in door. 
 
SCSP vouchers and data sheets will be picked up from 
that box on May 4th, June 2nd, July 3rd, August 4th,  
September 3rd, October 2nd, November 3rd, and  
December 3rd.  If vouchers are dropped in the box  
after that date they will not be picked up until the  
following week and may not be paid on time. 
 
There is a risk that other damaging items may be 
dropped in that box so make copies of your vouchers 
and data sheets. You may mail vouchers and data 
sheets to Family Resource Center if you wish.
