Brady, an energetic 7-
year-old, had a tra-
cheotomy and needed
supervision and help
from his service provid-
er. His family needed
respite  breaks and
wanted Brady to be safe
and well-cared for while
they participated in
other activities that
couldn’t al
Brady. The Family Re-
source Center was able
t o arrange
grandmother to be his
service provider. This
gave great comfort to
Brady's par

After two and a half
years of services, Brady
underwent reconstruc-
tive surgery. His physi-
cal health improved so
greatly following the
surgery that his parents
decided that he no long-
er needed waiver ser-
vices and Brady could
rejoin the family in all
their activities.

The goal of services is to
help individuals to be-
come more independent
in their daily living --
sometimes  this im-
proves to the extent
that they no longer need
services at all -- what a
wonderful outcome.
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
